The range of provision the school may consider include:
· Providing small group work with an experienced teacher or Teaching Assistant (TA) focused on diminishing gaps in learning
· 1:1 support
· Additional teaching and learning opportunities provided through trained TAs or external agencies
· Acquiring effective materials aimed at raising standards, particularly in Literacy and Numeracy 
· All our work through the pupil premium will be aimed at accelerating progress moving children to at least age related expectations. Initially this will be in Literacy and  Numeracy
· Pupil premium resources may also be used to target able children on FSM to achieve more than age related expectations at the end of KS1 or at the end of KS2
· The school will publish information on how they have used their Pupil Premium Grant  to address the issue of ‘diminishing differences between groups’
